a. Emergency Management-Councilman Scott reported there will be a table top exercise on March 19th at 9:00 am at Contango Elk Basin.   
b. Garbage Collection-John reported the garbage is going good.  
c. MeeteetseVisitors Center –Melissa Hubacher reported they are conducting member meeting and board meetings and are working as a team. 
d. Park County Travel- Christine Gleason reported that the Meeteetse Visitor Center numbers are very impressive and are up 87% from last year, up 26% in January.  The lodging tax fiscal year to date is $100.00 over the entire last year and up $300,000.00 in Park County.  The PCTC Board approved hiring a Business Development Manager to bring business to Park County.   
e. Police Report- Deputy Sheriff Schlenker reported that 2 detention deputies will be switching to patrol which will help with recovering staffing levels.  With weather coming the roads will be slick.  
f. Recreation- Councilman Taylor reported with the Serres taking the Wood River Ranch job, Brodie will be reducing her hours and adjusting.  They are looking over the budget and figuring out cuts. 
g. Recycling- John reported the recycling trailer will be taken over next week.  
h. Safety- Street Light out on Highland and Highway 120 has been fixed.  
i. Sewer- Shawn reported everything is going good. Flows are up to 20K/24K gallons per day with warmer weather.  Russel Pumps was here to problem solve the pumps at the Rodeo Grounds Lift Station.  
j. Streets & Alleys- John reported they reviewed the streets for chip sealing and are looking at ½ the amount of last time.  Drover and TCT have been contacted about the alleys. 
k. Water- Shawn reported water production is 40-45K per day. Bulk Water hauling has increased.  They will be doing a CIP later this month.  
l. Town Projects- Shawn met with Engineering Associates to review Phase 2 of the Water Plant Upgrades Project.  The Town received the Land and Water Conservation Grant for the Pick Ball Courts.  Y2 is completing the Corridor Study.  WYDOT will start Highway Project from Highland South toward Thermopolis in April.
