a. Emergency Management- Councilman Scott reported that Jeff Martin with Park County Homeland Security is requesting a review and updates for the Hazard Analysis.

g. Recreation- Councilman Guthrie reported that the ground breaking was September 27th and the work has started for the Meeteetse Community Center Project.
h. Recycling- Shawn reported that the recycling trailer will be taken over next week.  
i. Safety- Shawn reported there was an incident with the decorative street lights and two of the tops were knocked off.  They have been repaired.  There is one streetlight at Busy B’s that is super dim and it has been reported to Big Horn REA.  
j. Sewer- Shawn reported the flows were 25K  per day.  The lagoons have plenty of room for the winter.  The middle lagoon has a little bit and the bottom lagoon is completely dry.   
k. Streets & Alleys- Shawn reported that John had touched up some of the alleys.   
l. Water- Shawn reported everything is good with Water Plant and water in general. Production is down from 100K to 40K per day.  Midco Diving cleaned and inspected the Golf Course Tank and will provide a report.  Shawn has been working with Pall Corp for a price quote for an updated PLC.  
m. Town Projects- WYODAK was in town a couple of weeks ago and there are some critical pieces still needed.
